· IP Addressing Rules

· The Router’s FastEthernet interface gets the first usable.

· PCs get the LAST usable IP address of each LAN.

· Disney server gets the last usable IP from the Orlando LAN.

· DNS should be set to 8.8.8.8 for all devices.
